Council Tax — Reductions for people with disabilities

Council Tax is normally charged on the Band that has been given by the Valuation Office.

Special rules apply if a disabled person needs a room, an extra bathroom or kitchen, or uses a
wheelchair indoors. If this applies to where you live, then the person who pays the Council Tax
can have a reduction.

Instead of charging at the band given, the charge can be reduced to that of the one below. So if
you live in a band C property, we may only charge for a band B. If you live in a band A property
you can also have a reduction, equivalent to 1/6th of the band A charge

1 The person whose name is on the bill must apply for the reduction.
283 The disabled person must live at the address where the reduction is

being requested.

The disability must be substantial and permanent. It does not matter

4 how the disability was caused.

In deciding whether or not to grant the reduction, the Council must be satisfied
that the disabled person lives at the address and needs either wheelchair

5 space indoors or an additional bathroom or kitchen or other room.

The extra space or room must be of major importance to the disabled
person because of the nature of their disability.

A doctor or other qualified professional should complete the medical certificate on the back of
the form.
